


SAFE WORKING PRACTICE

ROADSIDE ACTIVITIES

If you need to stop your vehicle at the side of the road, or on the hard-shoulder of a motorway in the event of an emergency, you are at risk from the actions of other road users.  The following practices should be followed to minimise the risk of you being harmed.

1.
Only pull over onto the side of the road if you are unable to pull completely 
off the road.

2.  
Switch on your hazard warning lights to alert other road users.

3.
Do not stop on blind bends or summits so as to obscure the view of the road 
for other traffic.

4.
Observe all other parking restrictions as displayed or demarcated.

5.
If waiting for assistance, remain in your vehicle or in a position of safety away 
from the roadside.

6.
Before leaving your cab, put on your hi-visibility waistcoat or jacket.

7.
Before opening your door, look in your mirrors to check that it is clear to do 
so.

8.
When leaving the cab, use the steps and handhold provided.

9.
Climb down slowly – do not jump down – you may slip and fall into the path 
of oncoming traffic.

10.
Close the cab door behind you.

11.
Wherever possible, remain on the nearside of the vehicle.

12.
Remember, YOU ARE IMPORTANT TO US – DO NOT PUT YOURSELF 
AT UNECESSARY RISK!
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
