	The r.c.i. in accordance with the operating instructions
	

	Visually inspect all ropes for broken wires, flattening, basket distortion or other signs of damage, excessive wear and surface corrosion
	

	All rope terminations, swivels, pins and retaining devices and check all sheaves for damage, worn bushes or seizure
	

	Inspect the structure for damage, e.g. missing and bent bracings on bridges and strut jibs, bulges, indentations and unusual rubbing marks on telescopic jibs, cracked welds and loose bolts and other fasteners
	

	Hook(s) and other load lifting attachments, safety catches and swivel(s) for damage, free movement or wear. Check the hook shank thread and securing nut for undue movement, which may indicate wear or corrosion
	

	Operation and adjustment of controllers
	

	On hydraulic machines check for creep of hydraulic rams
	

	Effectiveness of brakes and clutches
	

	On wheel mounted mobile cranes check tyres for pressure as well as damage and wear on walls and tread. Also check wheel nuts for tightness
	

	Slew lock if fitted
	

	On rubber tyred  cranes check steering, brakes (foot and parking), lights indicators, horn, windscreen wipers and washers
